Education costs in Denmark

The list below gives you an indication of the range of course costs for different types of 

qualifications. 

  Undergraduates Bachelor’s Degree –€4,500 - €6,000 p.a 

  Postgraduate Master’s Degree   –   €5,500 - €8,000 p.a 

Living Expenses- € 8000 p.a 

Note: This does not include high-value courses such as veterinary and medical. 

Scholarships to study in Denmark

International students in Denmark have to pay tuition fee of around 6,000 to 16,000 Euros for Higher 

Education. To attract excellent non-EU/EEA students, the Danish Government and Institutions 

provide a number of scholarships for international students for study in Denmark, these are The 

Danish Government Scholarships under the Cultural Agreements, Erasmus Mundus Scholarship 

Programs in Denmark and many more.

To gain entry into an Denmark undergraduate course you will need to have an 

Senior Secondary Certificate of Education (Year 12), or the overseas 

equivalent. IELTS is required with min. of 5.5 score to secure admissions for 

UG degree programs. Further Some courses may require some specific 

Subjects also.

As well as the satisfactory completion of at least one degree at 

undergraduate level, your institution may take research ability or relevant work 

experience into consideration. IELTS is required with min. of 6.5 score to 

secure admissions for PG degree programs. Further Some courses may require 

some specific Subjects also.  

Options After graduation Major  Industries for careers

After completion of graduation, student will 

need a residence permit to work in Denmark. 

Upon graduation from a Danish higher 

education institution, student's residence 

permit will remain valid for an additional six 

months, allowing him to seek employment 

in Denmark. Green Card Scheme is granted 

to a candidate, based on his score in point 

based evaluation system.
